Ch, chain; st(s), stitches; dc, double
arochet; tr, treble crochet; chsp,
chain space; sp, space; yrh, yam
round hook; sist, slip stitch.

The starting chain is worked with a
Smm hook to prevent the first row
from being too tight and to make the
chains easier to work into. If you pre-
fer, place a removable stitch marker
in every 20th ch on your foundation
chain, to help keep track of counting.
On some rows, the [ast stitch of the
row is the beginning 3ch from the
previous row, which is always counted
as a stitch. It is really important to
finish with a tr in the top of this 3ch
as this will keep your edges nice and
straight and it will keep your stitch
count comrect. You may find it helpful
to tick each numberad row off as you
go along, espedally if this is your first
big project. Unless stated otherwise,
when changing colours, break off
the current yam. To avoid a daunting
task, weave in yarn tails as you go
along or at the end of each section.
Yarn amounts are based on aver-
age requirements and are therefore
approximate. Instructions in square
brackets are worked as stated after
2nd bracket.

Foundatlon chaln: With Smm hook and
Mid Blue, make 121ch.

Change to 4mm hook.

1st row: 1dc in 2nd ch from hook, [1dcin
next ch] to end, turn — 120 sts.

2nd row: 1ch (does not count as a st
throughout), [1dcin next st] to end, turn.
3rd row: 1ch, [1dc in next st] to

end, turn.

4th row: As 3rd row, changing to Dark
Pink on last yrh of last dc, turn.

Sth row: 3ch (counts as 1tr throughout),
skip st at base of 3ch, [11r in next st] to
end, turn.

&th row: 3ch, [1tr in next st] to end,
changing to Cream on last yrh of last

tr, turn.

7th and 8th rows: As 3rd and 4th rows,
changing to Dark Green on last yrh of
last dc of 8th row.

9th row: 1st Granny stripe row: 3ch, 11r
in st at base of 3ch, [skip 2 sts, 3trin

next st] to last 2 sts, skip 1 st, 1trin last
s, turm.

10th row: 2nd Granny stripe row: 3ch,
1trin st at base of 3ch, [3trin sp between
next 2 tr-groups] to last 2 sts, skip 1 st
Tr in last st, turn.

11th row: 3rd Granny stripe row: As
10th row, changing to Cream on last yrh
of last tr, tum.

16th and 17th rows: As 10th and 11th
rows, changing to Cream on last yrh of
last tr of 17th row, turm.

18th and 19th rows: As 3rd and 4th
rows, changing to Light Blue on last yrh
of last dc of 19th row, turn.

20th and 21st rows: As 5th and 6th
rows, changing to Light Pink on last yrh
of last tr of 21st row, turn.

22nd and 23th rows: As 5th and 6th
rows, changing to Cream on last yrh of
last tr of 23rd row, turmn.

24th and 25th rows: As 3rd and 4th
rows, changing to Light Green on last yrh
of last dc of 25th row, turn.

26th to 27th rows: As 9th and

10th rows.

28th and 29th rows: As 10th and 11th
rows, changing to Cream on last yrh of

last tr of 29th row, turn.

20th and 21st rows: As 3rd and 4th
rows, changing to Mid Blue on last yrh

32th to 34th rows: As 9th to 11th rows,
changing to Cream on last yrh of last tr
of 34th row, turn.

37th and 2&8th rows: As 5th and 6th
rows, changing to Dark Green on last yrh
of last tr of 38th row, tum.

42nd row: As 41st row, changing to
Lemon on last yrh of last dc, turn.

77th row: 15t Granny stripe row: 3ch, 1fr
in st at base of 3ch, [skip 2 sts, 3tr in next st
to last 2 sts, skip 1 st, 1tr in last st, tum.
78th row: 2nd Granny stripe row: 3ch,
1trin st at base of 3ch, [3tr in sp between
next 2 tr-groups] to last 2 sts, skip 1 st, 1tr
in last st, turn.

79th row: 3rd Granny stripe row: As
78th row, changing to Cream on last yrh
of last tr, turn.

80th row: 1ch, [1dc in next st] to end,
turn.

81strow: As 80th row, changing to Dark

Pink on last yrh of last dc, turn.

82nd and 83rd rows: As 77th and
78th rows.

84th and 85th rows: As 78th and 79th
rows, changing to Cream on last yrh of
last tr of 85th row, turn.

86th and 87th rows: As 80th and 81st
rows, changing to Dark Green on last yrh
of last dc of 87th row, turn.

88th row: 3ch, skip st at base of 3ch, [1tr
in next st] to end, turn.

89th row: As 88th row, changing to
Lemon on last yrh of last tr, turn.

90th and 91st rows: As 88th and 89th
rows, changing to Cream on last yrh of
last tr of 91st row, turn.

92nd and 93rd rows: As 80th and 815t
rows, changing to Light Blue on last yrh
of last dc of 93rd row, turn.

94th and 95th rows: As 77th and

78th rows.

96th and 97th rows: As 78th and 79th



rows, changing to Cream on [ast yrh of
last tr of 97th row, tum.

98th and 99th rows: As 80th and 815t
rows, changing to Light Pink on last yrh
of last dc of 99th row, turn.

100th to 102nd rows: As 77th to 79th
rows, and change to Cream on last yrh of
last tr of 102nd row, turn.

103rd and 104th rows: As 80th and 81st
rows, changing to Light Green on last yrh
of last dc of 104th row, turn.

105th and 106th rows: As 88th and
89th rows, changing to Mid Blue on last
yrh of last tr of 106th row, turn.

107th and 108th rows: As 88th and
89th rows, changing to Cream on last yrh
of last tr of 108th row, turn.

109th row: 1ch, [1dcin next st] to

end, turn.

110th row: As 109th row, changing to
Dark Pink on last yrh of last dc, tum.
111th row: 1st V-stitch row: 3ch, skip st

at base of 3ch, 2tr in next st, [skip next st,
2tr in next st] to last 2 sts, skip next st, 1tr
in last st, changing to Dark Green on last
yrh of last tr, turn.

T12th row: 2nd V-stitch row: 3ch, [2tr in
sp between the 2 tr of next 2tr-gp] to last
st, 1fr in last st, changing to Lemon on
last yrh of last tr, turn.

113th row: 3rd V-stitch row: As 112th
row, changing to Light Blue on last yrh of
last tr, turn.

T14th row: 4th V-stitch row: As 112th
row, changing to Cream on last yrh of
last tr, turn.

115th and 116th rows: As 109th and
110th rows, changing to Light Pink on
last yrh of last dc of 116th row, tum.
117th row: As 111th row, changing to
Light Green on last yrh of last tr, tumn.
118th row: As 112th row, changing to
Mid Blue on last yrh of last tr, turn.

119th row: As 112th row, changing to
Cream on last yrh of last tr, turn.

120th and 121st rows: As 109th and
110th rows, changing to Dark Pink on
last yrh of last dc of 127st row, tum.
122nd row: 3ch, skip st at base of 3ch,
[1tr in next st] to end, turn.

123rd row: As 122nd row, changing to
Dark Green on last yrh of last tr, turn.
124th and 125th rows: As 122nd and
123rd rows, changing to Cream on last
yrh of last tr of 125th row, turn.

126th and 127th rows: As 109th and
110th rows, changing to Lemon on last
yrh of last dc of 127th row, tum.

128th row: As 111th row, changing to
Light Blue on last yrh of last tr, turn.
129th row: As 112th row, changing to
Light Pink on last yrh of last tr, turn.
120th row: As 112th row, changing to
Light Green on last yrh of last tr, tum.
131st row: As 112th row, changing to
Cream on last yrh of last tr, turn.

132nd and 133rd rows: As 109th and
110th rows, changing to Mid Blue on last
yrh of last dc of 110th row, tum.

134th row: As 111th row, changing to
Dark Pink on last yrh of last tr, turn.
135th row: As 112th row, changing to
Dark Green on last yrh of last tr, turmn.
136th row: As 112th row, changing to
Cream on last yrh of last tr, turn.

127th and 138th rows: As 109th and
110th rows, changing to Lemon on last
yrh of last dc of 138th row, tum.

139th row: As 122nd row, changing to

Light Blue on last yrh of last tr, tum.
140th to 143rd rows: As 109th row.
Fasten off.

When working the border, especially
along the row-ends, work a section at a

time and check your tension. If your work
is pulling, add a few more trebles evenly

spaced; if the work is wavy and loose,
decrease the number of trebles along
the sides evenly spaced.

Unless stated otherwise, when
changing colours, break off the current
yarn. To avoid a daunting task, weave in
yarn tails as you go along.

With 4mm hook and Cream, hold
blanket with Mid Blue foundation ch
uppermost and join yarn with slst to
right-hand comer. Work along opposite
loops of foundation chain and work in
rounds that are joined.
15t round: 3ch (counts as 1tr
throughout), *[1tr in next st] to next
corner, work 3tr in cormer st, [1tr ineach
dc row-end and 2tr in each tr row-end)]
to next comer, work 3tr in cormer st;
repeat from * once more, sist in
beginning 3ch.
2nd round: 1ch (does not count as a st
throughout), *[1dc in next st] to next

corner, work 3dc in corner st; repeat from

* to end, sist in beginning 1ch.

3rd round: Join Dark Green to st to left
of top right corner st. As 2nd round.
4th round: Join Lemon to st to left of
top right comer st. As 2nd round.

Sth round: Join Light Blue to st to left of

top right comer st. As 2nd round.

6th round: Join Light Pink to st to left of

top right comer st. As 2nd round.

7th round: Join Cream to st to left of top

right corner st. As 2nd round.

8th round: With Cream, 3ch, * [1tr

in next st] to next corner, 3trin cormner
st; repeat from * to end, slst in
beginning 3ch.

9th round: Join Light Green to any st,
Tch, [slst in next st] to end. Fasten off.
Edging round: With wrong side facing,
join Cream and work along back of
blanket, 3ch (not counted as a st), 1ir

in same st at base of beginning 3ch, [slst

in next st, 1trin next st] to end, sist into

top of first tr. Fasten off. Meaten your final

tails and you are finished. Enjoy
snuggling with your beautiful blanket!

BOTTOM TAB

With Pink, make 15ch.

1st row: 1dc in 2nd ch from hook,
[1dc in next ch] to end, turn — 14 sts.
2nd to 12th rows: 1ch (does not
count as a st), [1dc in next st] to end.
Fasten off. Fold in half, bringing
together the 15t and 12th rows, and
sew around edges to join. Sew one
long edge of tab to centre of straight
edge of cushion.

With Purple, thread four long, vertical
straight sts through both sides of
cushion, equally distributed around
the fan shape, using photo as a guide.
Pull yarn tight to create a quilted effect.

{make 2 allke)

With Blue, work as given for Fan Cushion
to =,

Fasten off. With Pink, starting from the
centre and working towards the outside
of the cushion, embroider a spiral on
both sides with back stitch, using photo
as a guide.

SIDE

With Blue, make 33ch.

1st row: 1dc in 2nd ch from hook, [1dc
in next ch] to end, turm — 32 sts.

2nd row: 1ch (does not count as a st

throughout), [1dc in next st] to end, turn.

3rd row: 1ch, dc2tog, [1dcin next st] to
last 2 sts, dc2tog, turn — 2 sts decreased.

4th to 25th rows: Repeat 2nd and

3rd rows, 11 times more — 8 sts.

26th to 169th rows: 1ch [1dcin next
st] to end, turn (marking each end

of 157th row with removable st markers
or contrast thread).

Fasten off.

Bring 1st row around and line up each
end of 15t row with markers on 157th
row. Pin edge of 15t row to edges of
rectangular tab created by 157th to
169th rows. Rejoin Blue and work 1ch
{does not count as a st), [1dc in next st,
working through both thicknesses]
along seam. Fasten off.

Whip stitch the edges of front and back
to side section, stuffing as you go.

10th round: [2dc in next st, 1dc in each
of next 8 sts] 5 times — 50 sts.

11th round: [2dcin next st, 1dcin

each of next 9 sts] 5 times — 55 sts.

12th round: [2dc in next st, 1dc in each
of next 10 sts] 5 times — &0 sts.

12th round: [2dc in next st, 1dc in each
of next 11 sts] 5 times — 65 sts.

14th round: [2dc in next st, 1dc in each
of next 12 sts] 5 times — 70 sts.

15th round: [2dc in next st, 1dcin each
of next 13 sts] 5 times — 75 sts.

16th round: [2dc in next st, 1dcin each
of next 14 sts] 5 times — 80 sts.

17th round: [2dc in next st, 1dc in each
of next 15 sts] 5 times — 85 sts.

18&th round: [2dcin next st, 1dcin

each of next 16 sts] 5 times — 90 sts.
Fasten off the back but do not fasten off
the front.

Continue to make the points of the star,
working in rounds and connecting the
front and back pieces to form seamless
points. Hold front and back pieces with
wrong sides together.

##% 19th round: [1dc in next 5t] 18
times on front piece, [1dc in next st)

18 times on back piece — 36 sts.

Place st marker in last st, and move

this up at end of each round.

20th round: [1dc in next st] to end.
21stround: [Dc2tog, 1dc in each of
next 4 sts] 6 times — 30 sts.

22nd and 23rd rounds: [1dc in next st]
to end. 24th round: [Dc2tog, 1dcin each
of next 3 sts] 6 times — 24 sts.

25th and 26th rounds: [1dc in next st]
to end.

27th round: [Dc2tog, 1dc in each of next
2 sts] 6 times —18 sts.

28th and 29th rounds: [1dc in next st]
to end. 30th round: [DcZtog, 1dcin next
5t] 6 times — 1.2 sts.

31st round: [1dc in next st] to end.
32nd round: [Dc2tog] & times - 6 sts.
33rd round: [Dc2tog] 3 times - 3 sts.
Fasten off.

** Repeat from *** to ***, 5 times more,
for each of the 5 points around the front
and back pieces, stuffing as you go.
Always begin in the next unworked dc
of 18th round.

With Blue, embroider star detail on front
and back, using photo as a guide.

Tassels (make 8): First, divide remaining
shades into 8 equal parts. Take one
strand of each colour together and wind
around centre of card about 35 times.
With sharp scissors, cut yarn through all
thicknesses on one side of card. Lay
strands flat and use one strand of Fuchsia
to tie them together securely around
middle.

Fold strands im half. Take one plaited tie
and tuck knot into middle of strands so
that plait comes out at the top of folded
edge. To secure tassel, wrap Fuchsia
around strands, about 2.5cm down from
fold and fasten off securely. Trim ends of
tassel to desired length.

Sew 2 plaited ties to each comer to
create the tassels.

2 x 2 entrelac blocks, to 10 x 10cm, over
pattern, using 6.00 hook.

NOTE
This project uses entrelac aochet with
Tunisian simple stitch (tss) in 2 colours.
Double crochet is used to join pieces.
Entrelac crochet is a form of crochet
that uses Tunisian techniques to create
small diamond blocks. A centre block is
made first, then more blocks are joined
around the centre in rounds. With
Tunisian crochet you do not tum the
wiork, you work with the right side
facing you at all times.
